Governor Herbert Declares Utah Manufacturing Week 
Manufacturing Cited as Essential to Maintain a Strong Economy
November 1-7, 2009
Orem, UT   -Governor Gary R. Herbert signed a declaration proclaiming the first week of November as, “Utah Manufacturing Week”. Noting that manufacturing is essential in order to maintain a strong, stable and diversified economy in a world of global competition, the Declaration cited several reasons why manufacturing is one of the most vital components of the state’s economic system. Among those stated, Utah’s exports consist almost entirely of manufactured goods and processed ores with a current value of $10 billion, bringing significant economic development to the state. Manufacturing enables Utah to retain many of its citizens who are trained within its institutions of higher education with technology skills necessary to be competitive.
Also noted were facts that the Manufacturing sector employs 115,000 workers whose monthly average salary is currently 25% higher than the state average monthly wage, and that the manufacturing sector payroll of $5.7 billion annually is one of Utah’s largest single industry sector payrolls.
