EDCUTAH ANNOUNCES CONTRACT WITH UTAH COUNTY

(Salt Lake City, UT) – The Economic Development Corporation of Utah (EDCUtah) announced that is has signed an agreement with Utah County to provide economic development and business recruiting services to the County.

The contract was voted on and approved by Utah County’s three-member Board at a regular commission meeting earlier this year.
