The Golf for Grants Tournament is held annually to fund EDCUtah’s Community Match Grant Program. About 144 business and community leaders participated in this year’s tournament. 

 

The Community Match Grant Program provides funds to support Utah's cities, counties and other non-profit organizations through three grants:

· Marketing Match Grants provides funding for economic development initiatives

· Sponsorship Match Grants provides funding for economic development events 

· Professional Development Assistance Match Grants provides funding to economic developers in their efforts to enhance their professionalism and expertise 

The Community Match Grant Program funds up to half of the cost of a pre-approved activity, up to $5,000. Grants are awarded by EDCUtah based on the quality of the project, how well the project fits into the community's overall marketing strategy, the distribution plan, audience, follow-up plans and the ability to measure results. Last fall, EDCUtah awarded approximately $45,000 in matching funds for the 2007 – 2008 grant year. Since the program’s inception 20 years ago, EDCUtah has been able to award more than $700,000 in matching grants.
“The Community Match Grant Program is an extremely important cause for our organization and the state,” stated Jeff Edwards, president and CEO, EDCUtah. “Our efforts to recruit companies to Utah would be greatly diminished if the communities were not prepared to handle the projects we bring in. By supporting our communities, we strengthen Utah as a whole and make it more attractive to companies looking to move or expand in our state. We greatly appreciate everyone’s support and participation in this year’s Golf for Grants Tournament.”
